James and Maxine Tyner, authors of 'Our People and Where They Rest', 
began the project in 196? and are still recording old cemeteries and grave 
sites at the time of this publication. 

Mr. and Mrs. Tyner live in Chouteau, Oklahoma where they moved after 
spending ten years in Nev Mexico where James worked for the Soil Conservation 
Office on the Navajo Reservation. James is Cherokee and Maxine is 
Chippewa and Winnebago. 

Mr. Tyner attended Chilocco Indian School in Oklahoma and finished at 
Haskell Institute in Kansas. Mrs. Tyner finished school in New Mexico. 
James served three and one half years in the United States Navy, World War II. 

James and his sister Alice Timmons were visiting Caney Cemetery east of 
Tahlequah, Oklahoma where many of their ancestors are buried and decided 
a record should he made of the graves. This started a project of finding and 
recording cemeteries within the boundaries of the old Cherokee Nation and has 
continued for fourteen years. These boundaries include seventeen counties in 
northeast Oklahoma and covers approximately seven million acres. During the 
fourteen years the Tyners traveled over 100,000 idles and wore out four pickups. 
In the eleven volumes published were recorded 915 cemeteries, 9$ ,000 graves 
located and over 68,000 identified. There is no record of the number of miles 
walked through these cemeteries, but it will be in the hundreds. 

They did all this work at their own expense-no grants or subisdies. They 
cut through or climbed over brush, fences, rocks, and gullies. There were the 
problems of ticks, chiggers, snakes, wolves, and dogs. These two dedicated 
individuals walked the rows of graves, plotted,recorded, and identified them. 
The art work, photos, typing, and indexing of all eleven volumes was the product 
of their efforts alone. Some of the recorded cemeteries are now covered by 
water, destroyed by land use or abandoned. Other benefits of this work have 
been the restoration of some sites and monuments and better maintenance. 

These volumes are located in libraries, private collections, and educational 
institutions across the nation and in some foreign countries. Historians, 
publishers, genealogists, researchers, and educators say this collection is one 
of the nost remarkable and valuable individual works of its kind. Recognition 
of this fact has been made by awards from Oklahoma Historical Society, Oklahoma 
Heritage Association, and National Association For State and Local History, 

Future generations in search of their ancestors will find where they rest 
hy the use of these books. We owe a great debt of gratitude to James and 
Maxine Tyner for their gift of a priceless part of our heritage.

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MEMORIAL TO THE CHEROKEES 

The memorial pictured on the cover is located on the Cherokee National 
Historical Museum grounds at Tahlequah. It was erected in memory of 
early day Cherokees who contributed much to the continued life of the 
Nation from before Removal to Oklahoma statehood. 

The base for the memorial was constructed by Indian Action Team - Jeny 
Thompson, Director and Ross Farmer, Supervisor. The base is native stone 
from near Tahlequah. White marble from Georgia is the seat for the 
monument. The autumn rose marble for the shaft is from Mill Creek, Okla. 
The cap has seven sides and the Seven Clans are engraved thereon in the 
Cherokee Syllabary. The copper flame at the top represents the eternal 
fire and was made by Sam Still. 

It is with regret that all of the important leaders could not be listed and 
we hope no one is offended by the absence of a name that should be there. 

The entire project has been sponsored by James and Maxine Tyner and Boyce 
and Alice Timmons. Proceeds from the sale of these books are contributed 
to the cost of the memorial.
